» Steam room must be completely enclosed, with
full walls, doors, floor and ceiling.

* It is recommended that a gasketed door is used
for steam containment.

* To prevent slip and fall hazards, non-slip flooring
or non-slip floor strips must be installed in the
steam room.

* Check the suitability of any materials with
the manufacturer. Walls and ceilings must be
constructed of water-resistant, non-corrosive
surface, such as tile, marble, or other non-porous
material.

* The ceiling may be sloped to prevent dripping
of condensate.

¢ Provide a floor drain.

* No heating, venting or air conditioning devices
should be installed inside the steam room.

* Windows that are part of the steam room should
be double paned and tempered safety glass.

* Limit steam room ceiling height to 8 feet.
Exceeding 8 feet will require a higher-rated
steam generator and may cause poor
performance. Max. ceiling height 10'.
